2D Design
Color Vocabulary

Hue
The quality that distinguishes one color from another
Color wheel
A tool used to see color relationships, how each interact and are formed by each other
Local color
The true hue of a surface as seen under illumination yet free from the effects of bright light and 
Shadow
Primary colors
The pure hues of red, yellow and blue, which cannot be obtained from the mixing of any other hues, or in light, red, green and blue
Additive Color

Color created using beams of light, Red, Green and Blue are the primaries

Subtractive color

Color created when white light is reflected off a pigmented or dyed surface, primaries are red, yellow and blue

Process color

Transparent primaries used in printed ink- CMYK, black, magenta, yellow and cyan
Color Value
The relative lightness or darkness inherent in a color
Intensity
The degree of strength or brilliance; as related to color, the strength or saturation of a pigment
Saturation
Color strength and brilliance; the power of one color over another
Secondary colors
The three hues of violet, orange and green, which are obtained by mixing two of the three primaries
Tertiary colors
The intermediate steps of color between the six basic hues obtained by mixing a primary with a secondary color
Complementary colors
Any hues opposite each other on the color wheel; those colors when mixed together form chromatic grays
Chromatic grey
A neutral color low in saturation made from a mix of two colors, rather than black and white
Earth colors

Colors warm in temperature generally found in soil that create an analogous harmony

Tint
Any color that has been lightened by adding white
Shade
Any color that has been darkened by adding black
Tone

Any color that has gray added to it
Color schemes
Systems of color combinations that provide a sense of color harmony and unity
Analogous color scheme
The system of any combination of adjacent colors on the color wheel
Monochromatic color scheme
A descriptive value range of the shades and tints of a single color
Complimentary/split complimentary color scheme

The system using opposite colors on the color wheel, or one color and two beside the opposite color
Color Interaction

The way colors influence one another

Simultaneous contrast
A visual effect produced when colors are placed in juxtaposition, changing the appearance of both hues
Opponent Theory

The constant shifting between two complimentary colors creating a visual overload since the cones of the eye can only register one color at a time

Warm color
Hues on one side of the color wheel opposite the cool hues, those close to the colors of fire
Cool color
Hues on one side of the color wheel opposite the warm hues, those close to the colors of water
