Line Vocabulary

Line: The distance between two points

Gesture Line: The succinct depiction of the essence of a form, devoid of visual details

Contour Line: A line that delineates the edge of a form and separates each shape from its adjacent atmosphere or neighboring forms

Line variation: The swelling and tapering of a line due to hand pressure or change of utensil direction in order to show volume or expression of a form.

Line Quality: The visual power, expressiveness and impact of a line as portrayed by its physical variations.

Implied line: The visual connection the eye makes even though no visible drawn line exists- movement through a composition

Searching line: an energized, descriptive, all-encompassing line made as the hand moves freely, quickly, and instinctively across the paper surface in continuous rhythms or in a series of broken lines

Calligraphic line: Fluid, beautiful, trained line in which those characteristics take precedence over legibility 
State of finish: The arrived at stage of execution that denotes completion where everything hoped for is present without being overdone
